Children’s Ministry is lifted this month. Your prayers are requested and your involvement is invited.  
Here at St. Stephen’s we have five major children’s ministry programs: Sunday School, Toddler’s Room, 
Children’s Church, Vacation Bible School, and Confirmation classes. With your help, these programs bring 
the message of Jesus’ love to our children. 
 

Sunday School: Our Sunday School is currently comprised of three classes. We pray that we grow and this 

number doubles. The younger children are using a learning lab approach to teaching Bible truths through 
the “Hands On Bible” curriculum, and older children are using the more intense “Bible Max” curriculum. We 
need people to teach or to help the teachers with a specific age group. Curriculum materials are provided 
and teachers are asked to look over the materials and be familiar with the lessons. Not available each 
Sunday? No problem. You can “job share” on alternate Sundays. If your heart is helping children learn about 
Jesus, then volunteering in the Sunday school program is for you. 

 

Childrenôs Church: Children’s Church is during the second half of the 10:30 am service. The children are 

invited down to the Sunday School area for songs and activities that will enhance their understanding of 
what is being taught in the worship service. Currently, we are using the SPK curriculum for children’s church. 
We are looking for teams of two to three people to lead Children’s Church one Sunday each month. 
Materials and plans will be provided to the teams the Sunday prior to their commitment so they may prepare. 
Children’s church consists of Bible memory work, singing praise songs, and discussing the scripture lesson 
for the week. If you can commit to one Sunday a month then this area of service is for you. 
 

Toddlerôs Room: St. Stephen’s Toddler Room is in the lower level and provides childcare for parents who 

are in worship or Sunday School. We are looking for a once-a-month commitment. This is an opportunity for 
those who are veteran parents to share their experience while newer parents are in worship. If you love 
toddlers, this is the area of service for you! 

 

Vacation Bible School: St. Stephens has had success with both day and evening versions of Vacation 

Bible School. This year’s program has not been determined yet, but we are looking for folks who are willing 
to work! A commitment to work in VBS will enable you to serve a short-term commitment and get a taste of 
children’s ministry. Teachers are provided with materials and lesson plans. The commitment is for five 
consecutive days as well as a pre-Bible School training session for all workers. If you would like to serve in 
children’s ministries, but are swamped during the fall, winter, and spring, Vacation Bible School is the place 
for you! 

 

Confirmation Class: Adventure Confirmation class is for students who are currently in 7th grade or older, 

who have not yet confirmed their faith. This class is led by Pastor Jim one Saturday each month for 
confirmation students and their parents. This class begins in the fall and continues through the spring each 
year.

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Grocery Card Program 
 

How will buying Groceries help St. Stephen's 
Lutheran Church? 

St. Stephen's for many years has been selling grocery 

cards as a fundraiser. 

Why not use the grocery cards to buy groceries  
for your family?  

For the next three months, the funds raised from the sale 
of the certificates will be deposited in the Ministry 
(general) Fund of St. Stephen's. 

You may purchase King Soopers & Safeway cards on 
Sunday mornings. You may also pick up an Albertsons key fob.  You’ll find someone at the desk 
by the front door.   

The cards you purchase are worth their face value. You buy $50.00 and you can spend $50.00, 
and the church receives a percentage.  King Soopers donates 5% of the card's face value while 
Safeway donates 3%. Albertsons will scan your key fob then donate 1%.  This is FREE MONEY 
to the church.   

Present your card for payment at register, and the amount of your purchase is deducted from the 
card. The remaining card balance will appear on your sales receipt. You can treat the card like 
cash. Your name does not appear on the card. You may use it yourself or give it to anyone you 
choose. As long as value remains on the card it never expires. 

If you purchased a $100 King Soopers card each week for the next 12 weeks, it would be like 
putting another $60.00 in the offering plate. If 75 people purchased a card each week for the next 
12 weeks, it would like putting $4,500.00 in the plate. 

So….you can earn money for the church without spending an extra dime! What could be easier? 
You have to eat, don’t you? You buy groceries. Why not patronize the stores that give back -- 
King Soopers, Safeway and Albertsons!

Remembering Seminary Student, Ben Larson 

From ELCA NEWS SERVICE  January 18, 2010 

Ben Larson, age 25, is thought to have lost his life in the Haiti earthquake. His wife, 
Renee, along with Jonathan Larson (Ben's Cousin), escaped from a crumbling building at St. Joseph Home 
for Boys. The three senior students at Wartburg Seminary, Dubuque, Iowa, went to Haiti to teach Lutheran 
theology to members and pastors of the Lutheran church during the seminary's January term. Ben Larson's 
parents are the Rev. April Ulring Larson, senior pastor of First Lutheran Church, Duluth, and former bishop 
of the ELCA LaCrosse (Wis.) Area Synod, and the Rev. Judd W. Larson, retired and serving as an interim at 
Our Saviors Lutheran Church, Duluth. Renee Larson (Ben’s wife) served as an Urban Servant Corp 
volunteer in Denver prior to attending seminary.
