How does the Holy Spirit call us?   

¶ First, with an inward call. Martin Luther described this inward call as "God's voice heard 
by faith." For some this is a gentle tap on the shoulder. For others, like myself, it was a 
strike on the side of the head. (The gentle tap didn’t get my attention.) The call of God is 
a sense of leading, purpose, and growing commitment to be about God’s work.  

Where is God calling you? What growing compulsion do you have to be God’s hand & 
feet in the hurting world? 

¶ Second, there is the external call. Sometimes others recognize your calling and "invite” 
you to a ministry. As a family of faith, we recognize and celebrate the gifts of ministry 
given to each member. It is our responsibility to encourage each other. JOY comes from 
serving the Lord. 

ñNow concerning spiritual gifts, I do not want you to be uninformedé Now there are varieties of 
gifts, but the same Spirit; and there are varieties of service, but the same Lord; and there are 
varieties of working, but it is the same God who inspires them all in everyone. To each is given 
the manifestation of the Spirit for the common good.ò 1 Corinthians 12:1-7 

This is one of the promises of Scripture. God equips every Christian in such a way that together 
we can serve one another and share the Good News of Jesus Christ. 

Consider your calling. Do you sense that God is calling you to a particular ministry? Do you burn 
with a compulsion to care for God's flock? (It’s a flock thing.) Has this call been confirmed and 
encouraged by those Christians who know you best?  

The ministries of St. Stephen’s grow, God’s work gets done, because members step forward and 
say, “Here I am Lord.”   

God still calls...as Pastor Kevin said in his sermon on Sunday, May 23
rd
, “It’s not what I get from

Pastor Jim Gearhart, St. Stephens' 2009-2010 Interim Pastor, donated a 
processional cross belonging to his grandfather. Pastor Jim wanted us to 
remember him with this gracious gift. 
 

Items from Valley Lutheran Church: 

A pulpit and matching baptismal font were purchased with gifts from Pastor Bob Sieckman's 
Memorial Fund. Pastor Sieckman used the pulpit when he served as Interim Pastor at Valley 
Lutheran, so it is fitting that it will now be used at one of his church homes. 
 
Remaining memorial funds from Shirley Goes (former organist) and Norma Hess (former choir 
director) were used to purchase choir robes and two file cabinets of choral music. 
 
With funds given by the Women's Ministry, the Altar Guild, and several members of the 
congregation, we obtained a number of paraments with matching banners  and potted palms to 
adorn our sanctuary throughout the church year, as well as a processional cross.
