ELCA Disaster Response - Chile Earthquake 
A message from Rev. Daniel Rift, Director of ELCA World Hunger & Disaster Appeal 

 
You have seen images of the widespread damage after one of the most powerful earthquakes in history 
struck Chile. Today, the death toll in Chile is more than 800 and it is estimated that 2 million people have 
been displaced. Blocked roads, collapsed bridges, and fallen electricity wires and phone lines have made it 
difficult for humanitarian aid to reach those with the greatest need.  

This church is uniquely positioned to respond. Unlike other aid organizations, ELCA Disaster Response 
works through long-standing partnerships on the grounds that are prepared and able to reach the most 
affected communities. One such partner, the Evangelical Lutheran Church in Chile, reports that church 
buildings are already being used to shelter the homeless. 

Our partners are in need of water, water filters, food, shelter and personal hygiene items to distribute 
to affected communities.

Many are surprised to learn that 100% of the contributions received for Haiti truly go to 
people and programs there. How can this be? An ELCA "churchwide" organization is 
already in place, funded through the gifts and offerings each congregation shares with 
the wider church. 
 
Since the earthquake in Haiti one month ago, the Evangelical Lutheran Church in 
America (ELCA) has received over 27,000 gifts totaling more than $4.2 million to 
support humanitarian relief efforts in Haiti. According to ELCA Treasurer Christina 
Jackson-Skelton, the ELCA received an additional $320,000 in a matching grant from 
Thrivent Financial for Lutherans, bringing the overall total to more than $4.6 million in 
gifts to the ELCA. 
      
"We've seen a phenomenal response," said the Rev. Daniel Rift, director, ELCA World Hunger and Disaster 
Appeal. Rift said members of the ELCA have been "faithful in their giving, bearing witness to the hope for the 
Lutheran church and communities in Haiti." 

On Feb. 9 Thrivent announced that its members raised "$3 million for Haitian relief" in a matching-funds 
pledge. Thrivent, Minneapolis, is the nation's largest fraternal benefit society.
